-Colossians 3:5-9 (LSB) 5 Therefore, consider the 

members of your earthly body as dead to/put to 

death/mortify sexual immorality, impurity, passion, evil 

desire, and greed, which is idolatry. 6 On account of 

these things, the wrath of God is coming upon the sons 

of disobedience, 7 and in them you also once walked, 

when you were living in them.

“εἰς τὸ δοκιμάζειν” 

which denotes both purpose and 

result.



-δοκιμάζω = 

to make a critical examination of 

something to determine 

genuineness and to draw a 

conclusion about worth on the 

basis of testing.



-1 Corinthians 11:28 (LSB) But a 

man must test himself, and in so 

doing he is to eat of the bread and 

drink of the cup.



-1 John 4:1 (LSB) Beloved, do not 

believe every spirit, but test the 

spirits to see whether they are from 

God, because many false prophets 

have gone out into the world.



-Colossians 3:23 (LSB) Whatever 

you do, do your work heartily, as 

for the Lord rather than for men,
