David Defeated Goliath
1 Samuel 17:37-58

Goliath was super-human - 1 Samuel 17:4-11
e He was from Gath - Joshua 11:22 None of the Anakim were left in the land of the
children of Israel; they remained only in Gaza, in Gath, and in Ashdod.
e Hewas 9feet9inches tall.
. His bronze helmet was innovated.
e  His coat of mail weighed 125 Ibs.
e  His spearhead weighed 15 Ibs.
e His shield-bearer carried a large square body shield.
e  He was aman of war from his youth (1 Samuel 17:33).
e He was undefeatable and a superior warrior in every category.

David was no super-human - 1 Samuel 17:37-40
e  David rejected the typical royal armor “like all the nations.”
e David chose his shepherd’s garb like the great shepherd-leaders of Israel, Abraham,
Isaac, Jacob, and Moses.
e David’'s weapons (sticks and stones) were not human crafted but divinely made.

The battle between David and Goliath was a spiritual battle - 1 Samuel 17:41-47
e Goliath cursed David by his gods - Genesis 12:3 | will bless those who bless you, And |
will curse him who curses you; And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.
e  Goliath was super-human; David defeated Goliath with super-natural power.

Spiritual warfare is an offensive engagement - 1 Samuel 17:48
e David was the aggressor.
e  The Lord sends His man to enemy and commands His people to go forward.

Spiritual warfare is fought with spiritual weapons - 1 Samuel 17:49-50
e Goliath saw David’s staff but he did not consider his sling - 1 Samuel 17:43
e God wins His victories in unexpected ways so that He will get the glory.

Spiritual warfare is a guaranteed victory - 1 Samuel 17:51-54
e  David eliminated Goliath and set a future claim to his kingdom in Jerusalem.
e Israel followed the Lord’s king to claim the victory over the Philistines!

Victory in spiritual warfare is given only to the humble - 1 Samuel 17:55-58
e  King Saul needed to confirm David’s identity.
e  David confirmed that he was only the son of a servant from Bethlehem.

Christian we are in a spiritual battle.
Brother and sister, the battle is the Lord’s!
