This passage is a summary of both the previous passage and the chapter.

This is not the Greek word chronos but the word kairos which means a certain
period of time or a season of time.

The last days began at the first coming of Jesus - Mark 1:15 and saying, "The time is
fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and believe in the gospel."
Knowing these are the last days, there must be an urgency and intensity to our
way of living.

that now it is high time to awake out of sleep; for now our salvation is nearer than when we
first believed.

Stop being ignorant about the sin in your life - 1 Corinthians 15:34 Awake to
righteousness, and do not sin; for some do not have the knowledge of God. |
speak this to your shame.

Stop wasting time in evil activities - Ephesians 5:14-16 Therefore He says:
"Awake, you who sleep, Arise from the dead, And Christ will give you light.” See
then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools but as wise, redeeming the time,
because the days are evil.

Stop having a careless attitude toward sin - 1 Thessalonians 5:6
