
Government Appointed by God 
Romans 13:1 

 
Government is appointed by God and Christians are to be subject to government. 
 
Let every soul be subject to the governing authorities.  

• To be subject is to be under the arrangement of authority - 1 Corinthians 15:28 

• God has created people to be set in order in rank such as: children subject to 
parents (Eph 6:1); wives subject to husbands (Eph 5:22); young subject to old (1 
Pet 5:5); servants subject to masters (1 Pet 2:18); the church subject to Christ (Eph 
5:24); Christians subject to each other (Eph 5:21); all people subject to God (Jam 
4:7). 

• Christians are to give their allegiance and obedience to government authority. 
 
For there is no authority except from God, and the authorities that exist are appointed by 
God.  

• All government that is in power is arranged by God - 1 Peter 2:13–14 Therefore 
submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord's sake, whether to the 
king as supreme, or to governors as to those who are sent by him for the 
punishment of evildoers and for the praise of those who do good.   

• God is the actual authority behind every government authority - John 19:11 Jesus 
answered, "You could have no power at all against Me unless it had been given 
you from above.  

 
Christians are not to give blind obedience to the government - Mark 12:17 And Jesus 
answered and said to them, "Render to Caesar the things that are Caesar's, and to God 
the things that are God's." And they marveled at Him.  

• No government may forbid the church of its obedience to the Great Commission 
and practice of its mandate - Matthew 28:18–20  

• No government may cause a Christian to violate God’s moral law - Daniel 1:8 But 
Daniel purposed in his heart that he would not defile himself with the portion of 
the king's delicacies, nor with the wine which he drank; therefore he requested 
of the chief of the eunuchs that he might not defile himself.  

• No government may infringe upon the family - Ephesians 6:1–3 Children, obey 
your parents in the Lord, for this is right. "HONOR YOUR FATHER AND MOTHER," 
which is the first commandment with promise: "THAT IT MAY BE WELL WITH 
YOU AND YOU MAY LIVE LONG ON THE EARTH."  

• No government may assume a limitless or absolute power over an individual - Acts 
5:29 But Peter and the other apostles answered and said: "We ought to obey 
God rather than men.  

 
Brother and sister, we can be in submission to government because Jesus is the true King. 
When we obey the government, we are obeying Christ. 
Our life is in God’s hands not the government’s. 
 

In Congress, July 4, 1776 

 
The unanimous Declaration of the thirteen united States of America, 
When in the Course of human events, it becomes necessary for one 
people to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with 
another, and to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and 
equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature's God entitle 
them, a decent respect to the opinions of mankind requires that they 
should declare the causes which impel them to the separation. 
 
We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, 
that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, 
that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.--That to 
secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving 
their just powers from the consent of the governed, -- 
 
That whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these 
ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abolish it, and to institute 
new Government, laying its foundation on such principles and organizing its 
powers in such form, as to them shall seem most likely to effect their Safety 
and Happiness. Prudence, indeed, will dictate that Governments long 
established should not be changed for light and transient causes; and 
accordingly all experience hath shewn, that mankind are more disposed to 
suffer, while evils are sufferable, than to right themselves by abolishing the 
forms to which they are accustomed. But when a long train of abuses and 
usurpations, pursuing invariably the same Object evinces a design to reduce 
them under absolute Despotism, it is their right, it is their duty, to throw off 
such Government, and to provide new Guards for their future security.--
Such has been the patient sufferance of these Colonies; and such is now the 
necessity which constrains them to alter their former Systems of 
Government. The history of the present King of Great Britain is a history of 
repeated injuries and usurpations, all having in direct object the 
establishment of an absolute Tyranny over these States. To prove this, let 
Facts be submitted to a candid world.
