A. THE PROVISION OF OUR GLORIOUS CALLING (1:1-4)

1. The writer of this epistle is Peter, who is an in authority but whose posture is that of a

B. THE PORTRAIT OF OUR GLORIOUS CALLING (1:5-7)

In light of Christ’s abundant provision for us as believers, our glorious calling to be partakers of the divine
nature, and our salvation from the corruption of the world, we should choose to (spoude) and
(epichorégeo) these Christlike characteristics in connection with our faith (vv. 5-7):

1. (areté) — moral excellence, strength (1 Peter 2:9; Luke 6:19; 8:46 KJV)

2. (gnasis) — knowledge of Christ and His Word (2 Peter 3:17-18)

3. (egkrateia) — in contrast to licentiousness (Gal. 5:23)

4. (hypomoné) — patience amidst trials and circumstances (James 1:3-4)

5. (eusebeia) — humble awareness of God in every aspect of life (1 Tim. 6:11; 2 Tim. 3:5)
6. (philadelphia) — love that exists among brothers or friends (brotherly, friendly love)

7. (agapeé) — self-sacrificial love in the best interests of others (1 John 4:8-10)

C. THE PROFIT OF OUR GLORIOUS CALLING (1:8-11)

If these characteristics of Christ are ours and abound:

1. We will be spiritually .(v. 8)

e How are these characteristics produced in our lives? (John 15:4-5; Phil. 1:11; Col. 3:10-15)

2. We will make our calling and election , ,
(bebaios, 2 Cor. 1:7, 21; Col. 2:7; Heb. 2:2; 3:14; 13:9) and never

3. We will be supplied with an (epichoréged) entrance into the eternal kingdom in
terms of a greater . (v. 11; Ruth 2:12; Matt. 25:21, 23; Luke 19:17, 19; 2 John 8)
