I. They Named Him Obed (16-17)
A. Obed means “worshipper”
B. Also, notice the progression of the verbs
1. Took, laid on lap, became nurse
2. This is the picture of adoption/intimate care
3. In the midst of barrenness, there is a new birth that is a blessing to the entire nation
II. He Became the Father of David (17-22)
A. This is an intentional transition to the kingly line in the writing of Ruth
B. This is the transitional work between the story of the “Judges” and the introduction of the “Kings” 
C. Anyone hearing this story would have marveled at this extended grace and kindness to Naomi and Ruth
III. The Start of Something Incredible (Matthew 3:1-17)
A. This genealogy is found exactly in Matthew 3:3-6)
B. The Davidic-Kingly lineage of Jesus is key to His fulfillment of the messianic prophecies 
C. In preparation for Advent – consider the sovereign orchestration that brought about the birth of King Jesus

2. Tamar (3:3)
3. Rahab (3:5)
4. Obed by Ruth (3:5)
5. Solomon by Bathsheba (3:6)
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
