A. Acts 5:27-29 – The high priest questioned (the apostles), saying, “We gave you strict 

orders not to continue teaching in this name, and yet, you have filled Jerusalem with 

your teaching and intend to bring this man’s blood upon us.” But Peter and the apostles 

answered, “We must obey God rather than men.” 

 

B. Luke 24:46-48 – And [Jesus] said to [His disciples], “Thus it is written, that the Christ 

would suffer and rise again from the dead the third day, and that repentance for 

forgiveness of sins would be proclaimed in His name to all the nations, beginning from 

Jerusalem. You are witnesses of these things.” 

 

C. Matthew 28:18-20 – And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has 

been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the 

nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, 

teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even 

to the end of the age.” 

 

D. 2 Corinthians 5:17-20 – Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old 

things passed away; behold, new things have come. Now all these things are from God, 

who reconciled us to Himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation, 

namely, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not counting their 

trespasses against them, and He has committed to us the word of reconciliation. 

Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were making an appeal 

through us; we beg you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. 

 

E. Acts 1:8 – You will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you 

shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the 

remotest part of the earth. 

 

 

 

 

 

F. Matthew 9:35-38 – Jesus was going through all the cities and villages, teaching in their 

synagogues and proclaiming the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every kind of 

disease and every kind of sickness. Seeing the people, He felt compassion for them, 

because they were distressed and dispirited like sheep without a shepherd. Then He said 

to His disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Therefore beseech 

the Lord of the harvest to send out workers into His harvest.” 
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G. Matthew 16:18 – I also say to you that you are Peter, and upon this rock I will build My 

church; and the gates of Hades will not overpower it.
