A Word to a Lukewarm Church
Revelation 3:14-22

I. Intro: Laodicea, a church influenced by the culture around it

II. Exposition: A loving, stern correction to a neutral church

A. From Jesus to His church in Laodicea (v.14)

B. Your spiritual condition is repulsive to Me (vwv.15-18)
« You are lukewarm in your devotion (w.15-16)
« Your self-confidence has blinded you to your true condition (v.17)

« Come to Me, and I will give you true riches (v.18)

C. I lovingly exhort and appeal to you (vv.19-20)

« Be zealous and repent, for I desire to have fellowship with you

D. To the one who receives my counsel and correction... (w.21-22)
« “Twill grant him to sit on the throne with me” (v.21)

« This is the Spirit’s word to all the churches (v.22)
