To put on Christ means to be more like Christ in His character, and following His
example, and to be so identified with Him it’s as if He’s a garment you wear.

We put on Christ through knowing His word and obeying His word.

The flesh is the sin nature. It will never improve. It will always be corrupt.

The flesh will always lust after what is selfish and always be contrary to God.

We are not to preplan to indulge in our flesh.

We must be making continuous efforts to arrange our thinking and our habits of
life in order to remove any opportunities for the flesh to be indulged.

Are we living in such a way that it is obvious that we are serious about following Christ?
