Genesis 14:20 And praise be to God Most High, who delivered your enemies into your hand." Then Abram
gave him a tenth of everything.”

Genesis 15:1 After this, the word of the LORD came to Abram in a vision: "Do not be afraid, Abram. I am
your shield, your very great reward."

Genesis 15:5-7 He took him outside and said, "Look up at the heavens and count the stars - if indeed you
can count them.” Then he said to him, "So shall your offspring be.”" Abram believed the LORD, and he credited
it to him as righteousness. On that day the LORD made a covenant with Abram and said, "To your
descendants I give this land, from the Wadi of Egypt to the great river, the Euphrates - "

Genesis 15:13 Then the LORD said to him, "Know for certain that for four hundred years your descendants
will be strangers in a country not their own and that they will be enslaved and mistreated there."

Genesis 15:16 "In the fourth generation your descendants will come back here, for the sin of the Amorites
has not yet reached its full measure.”

Genesis 17:1 When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the LORD appeared to him and said, "l am God
Almighty; walk before me faithfully and be blameless.” "Then I will make my covenant between me and you
and will greatly increase your numbers.”

Genesis 17:56-7 No longer will you be called Abram; your name will be Abraham, for I have made you a
father of many nations. I will make you very fruitful; I will make nations of you, and kings will come from
you. I will establish my covenant as an everlasting covenant between me and you and your descendants after
you for the generations to come, to be your God and the God of your descendants after you.

Genesis 17:10 This is my covenant with you and your descendants after you, the covenant you are to keep:
Every male among you shall be circumcised.

Genesis 18:14 "Is anything too hard for the LORD? I will return to you at the appointed time next year and
Sarah will have a son.”

Genesis 18:19 "For I have chosen him, so that he will direct his children and his household after him to
keep the way of the LORD by doing what is right and just, so that the LORD will bring about for Abraham

what he has promised him.”

Genesis 18:25 "Far be it from you to do such a thing - to kill the righteous with the wicked, treating the
righteous and the wicked alike. Far be it from you! Will not the Judge of all the earth do right?”

Genesis 19:26 But Lot's wife looked back, and she became a pillar of salt.

Genesis 20:12 Besides, she really is my sister, the daughter of my father though not of my mother; and she
became my wife.

Genesis 21:5 Abraham was a hundred years old when his son Isaac was born to him.

Genesis 22:2 Then God said, "Take your son, your only son, whom you love - Isaac - and go to the region of
Moriah. Sacrifice him there as a burnt offering on a mountain I will show you."
