5. What does this passage teach us about Who We Are?-Anything that helps us to better
understand our identity in Christ. Related to who we are in light of God’s grace.

6. What does this passage teach us about HowWe Are to Live?-Anything related to
application. Can be what our response is to be. Also, it can be a change in how we think.
