The Work of Grace: 
 

1. Grace is magnified by the magnitude of the offense. 
 

2. God’s purpose is revealed in grace: 
 

a. God’s presence becomes evident. 
 

Application: Remember this when you feel like settling 
things yourself. 

 

b. God displays His love for each of the sons of Israel. 
 

Application: God places such high value on each 
individual, so should we. 

 

c. God is serious about reconciliation. 
 

Application: If God is serious about reconciliation, so 
should we be. 

 

d. God’s greater agenda is accomplished. 
 

Application:  Do I want to bring about my agenda or 
God’s? 

 

3. Grace will not always be well received.
