Then | set before the Rechabites pitchers full of wine, and cups, and |
said to them, ‘Drink wine.’ But they answered, ‘We will drink no wine,
for Jonadab, the son of Rechab, our father, commanded us, ‘You shall
not drink wine, neither you nor your sons forever. You shall not build a
house, you shall not sow seed; you shall not plant or have a vineyard;

We have obeyed the voice of Jonadab the
son of Rechab, our father, in all that he commanded us, to drink no wine
all our days, ourselves, our wives, our sons, or our daughters, and not to
build houses to dwell in. We have no vineyard or field or seed, but we
have lived in tents and have obeyed and done all that Jonadab our
father commanded us.

“If we cannot dispute Jehu we may be tempted to question

Yahweh. Why does he work like this? Why does he allow the gore of
man to carry out the will of God? Couldn’t he operate in a cleaner way?
Perhaps. But we must remember two points. First, the Bible shows that
God frequently works, we might say, indirectly — through human
instruments, and unlike surgeons, God has no sterilized instruments; all
of them are flawed and many of them opportunistic, self-serving Jehus.
So God uses wicked people to carry out his divine design. Second, this is
a situation involving the judgment of God, and it is very difficult to make
judgment pleasant.”
