ONE; 11 THERE IS NONE WHO
UNDERSTANDS, THERE IS NONE WHO
SEEKS FOR GOD; 12 ALL HAVE TURNED
ASIDE, TOGETHER THEY HAVE BECOME

righteousness...23 For the wages of sin

IS death, but the gracious gift of God IS
eternal life In Christ Jesus our Lord.




-Romans 8:1 (LSB) Therefore there
IS NOW NOo condemnation for those
who are In Christ Jesus.



-Romans 8:28-31 (LSB) 28 And we know that for
those who love God all things work together for
good, for those who are called according to His
purpose. 29 Because those whom He foreknew, He
also predestined to become conformed to the image
of His Son, so that He would be the firstborn among
many brothers; 30 and those whom He predestined,
He also called; and those whom He called, He also
justified; and those whom He justified, He also
glorified. 31 What then shall we say to these things?

-Romans 8:35-39 (LSB) 35 Who will separate us from the
love of Christ? Will affliction, or turmoll, or persecution,
or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 36 Just as
it is written, “FOR YOUR SAKE WE ARE BEING PUT TO
DEATH ALL DAY LONG; WE WERE COUNTED AS
SHEEP FOR the SLAUGHTER.” 37 But in all these
things we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who
loved us. 38 For | am convinced that neither death, nor
lIfe, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor
things to come, nor powers, 39 nor height, nor depth,
nor any other created thing, will be able to separate us
from the love of God, which is Iin Christ Jesus our Lord.



-[1Pe 1:22-23 ESV] 22 Having purified
your souls by your obedience to the
truth for a sincere brotherly love,
love one another earnestly from a
pure heart, 23 since you have been
born again, not of perishable seed
put of Imperishable, through the
llving and abiding word of God;




-1 John 4:19-21 (LSB) 19 We love
because He first loved us. 20 If someone
says, “‘l love God,” and hates his brother,
he Is aliar; for the one who does not love

his brother whom he has seen, cannot
love God whom he has not seen. 21 And
this commandment we have from Him,
that the one who loves God should love
his brother also.




-Matthew 22:37-40 (LSB) 37 And He said to
him, ““YOU SHALL LOVE THE LORD YOUR
GOD WITH ALL YOUR HEART, AND WITH

2 And you have become puffed up and have
not mourned Instead, so that the one who had done this deed
would be removed from your midst. 3 For |, on my part, though
absent In body but present in spirit, have already judged him
who has so committed this, as though | were present: 4 in the
name of our Lord Jesus, when you are assembled, and | with you
In spirit, with the power of our Lord Jesus, 5 deliver such a one
to Satan for the destruction of his flesh, so that his spirit may be
saved In the day of the Lord. 6 Your boasting is not good. Do you
not know that a little leaven leavens the whole lump?



-1 Corinthians 5:9-13 (LSB) 9 | wrote you In my letter not to
assoclate with sexually immoral people; 10 | did not at all
mean with the sexually immoral people of this world, or
with the greedy and swindlers, or with idolaters, for then
you would have to go out of the world. 11 But now | am
writing to you not to associlate with any so-called brother if
he Is a sexually immoral person, or greedy, or an idolater,
or areviler, or adrunkard, or a swindler--not even to eat
with such aone. 12 For what have | to do with judging
outsiders? Are you not to judge those who are within the
church? 13 But those who are outside, God will judge.
REMOVE THE WICKED MAN FROM AMONG YOURSELVES.



-Jude 1:21-23 (LSB) 21 keep yourselves In
the love of God, walting for the mercy of our
Lord Jesus Christ to eternal life. 22 And on
some, who are doubting, have mercy; 23
and for others, save, snatching them out of
the fire; and on others have mercy with fear,
hating even the tunic polluted by the flesh.



-1 Thessalonians 3:11-12 (LSB) 11
Now may our God and Father
Himself and Jesus our Lord direct
our way to you, 12 and may the
Lord cause you to Increase and
apbound In love for one another, and
for all people, Just as we also do for

-1 Thessalonians 4:9-10 (LSB) 9 Now
concerning love of the brothers, you
have no need for anyone to write to you,
for you yourselves are taugnht by God to
love one another, 10 for indeed you do
practice it toward all the brothers who
are In all Macedonia.

22 But If |
am to live on In the flesh, this will mean
fruitful labor for me; and | do not know
what | will choose. 23 But | am hard-
pressed between the two, having the
desire to depart and be with Christ, for that
IS very much better, 24 yet to remain on In
the flesh IS more necessary for your sake.



-Matthew 6:19-21 (LSB) 19 “Do not store
up for yourselves treasures on earth,
where moth and rust destroy, and where
thieves break in and steal.

-Philipplans 1:27-30 (LSB) 27 Only live your lives In a

your circumstances, that you are standing firm in one
spirit, with one mind contending together for the faith
of the gospel, 28 In no way alarmed by your
opponents--which Is a sign of destruction for them, but
of salvation for you, and that too, from God. 29 For to
ou it has been granted for Christ’s sake, not only to
believe In Him, but also to suffer for His sake, 30
having the same struggle which you saw Iin me, and
now hear to be In me.




-Matthew 5:10-12 (LSB) 10 Blessed are those
who have been persecuted for the sake of
righteousness, for theirs Is the kingdom of
heaven. 11 “Blessed are you when people

Insult you and persecute you, and falsely say

all kinds of evil against you because of Me. 12

2 So the king said to me, “Why
IS your face sad though you are not sick? This Is nothing but
sadness of heart.”
