GOD’S COVENANTS

God made a covenant with Adam.                                       
Jesus came to fix Adam’s failure.

God made a covenant with Abram.                                           
Jesus is Abraham’s offspring who will bless all nations.

God made a covenant with Israel at Sinai (mediated by Moses). 
Only Jesus obeyed the law; he also bore the law’s curse.

God made a covenant with King David.                               
Jesus is David’s Son who will rule forever as King of kings.

God made a “new covenant” with exiled Israel.                
Jesus’s crucifixion enacted that covenant.
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“Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law 
by becoming a curse for us—for it is written, 

‘Cursed is everyone who is hanged on a tree’—
so that in Christ Jesus the blessing of Abraham 
might come to the Gentiles, so that we might 

receive the promised Spirit through faith.”
