A. Responding to False Teaching & Teachers (2:14-21)

1. Regarding Disposition: Don’t Be Quarrelsome (v. 14)

a. As believers, we are not to (logomachein) with false teachers, meaning
we are not to be or in manner.

b. Disregarding this charge will result in spiritual

(katastrophé).
2. Regarding Diligence: Accurately Handle God’s Word (v. 15)
a. Responding faithfully toward false teaching and teachers first requires
(spoudazo) in (parahistémi) ourselves to God in light of our identity in
Christ. (2:11; Rom. 6:13)

b. Presenting ourselves to God as workmen who do not need to be ashamed involves
(orthotomeo) the Bible—the word of truth.

3. Regarding Distance: Separate from Iniquity (vv. 16-21)

a. Responding faithfully to false teaching and teachers requires from them:

.. “shun profane and idle babblings” (v. 16)

.. “depart from iniquity” (v. 19)

.. “cleanses himself from the latter” (v. 21)

.. “flee also youthful lusts” (v. 22)

.. “avoid foolish and ignorant disputes” (v. 23)

.. “from such people turn away” (3:5)
