*INVOCATION

GoD INVITES US TO THE MEANS OF GRACE
AFFIRMATION OF FAITH Westminster Confession of Faith, 14.1,3 (“Saving Faith”)

14.1. The grace of faith, by which the elect are enabled to believe to the saving of
their souls, is the work of the Spirit of Christ in their hearts, and is ordinarily
produced through the ministry of the Word. This faith is increased and
strengthened by the same means, and also by the administration of the
sacraments and prayer.

14.3. This faith varies in degrees. It may be weak or strong. It may often, and in
many ways, be assailed and weakened, but it gains the victory. It matures in
many to the attainment of a full assurance through Christ, who is both the
author and the perfecter of our faith.
