INTRO: 
 Let’s continue our Bible study of Hosea today. 
We are now in chapter 8. 
 
➔ QUOTE: “Though the work of Hosea may be 
 outlined in various ways, it is probably most 
 clarifying to consider his prophetic ministry as 
 revolving around three themes: the sins of Israel 
 and Judah, the punishment from God because of 
 their sins, and their ultimate spiritual and 
 political restoration” (John F. Walvoord, The 
 Prophecy Knowledge Handbook, p. 282). 
 
 Walvoord demonstrates 5 series of indictments 
 in Hosea, each followed by restoration. Chapter 
 8, would be in the 4th series of indictments—6:4-
 11:7, with a restoration prophecy in 11:8-11.
