E. The BLESSINGS of JUSTIFICATION BY FAITH IN JESUS CHRIST ALONE. (5:1-11) Two
Preliminary Comments:

e The word “ ” {5:1} acts as a hinge word connecting Romans 3:21-4:25 to Romans 5:1-11.

e God makes it clear that every believer has been BLESSED with ALL SPIRITUAL BLESSINGS IN
CHRIST so that every truly born-again Christian is COMPLETE in Christ. {Ephesians 1:3; Col. 2:10}

in Christ possesses because of Jesus Christ and the grace of God.
