b. Five C’s of Worship

Call to worship — God calls us out of the world to gather in His presence.

Confession and Forgiveness — God reminds us what He has done for us in Christ. We confess our
sins and He absolves us of guilt.

Consecration — We are set apart for holy service as God speaks to us and teaches us through His
Word. We respond by giving ourselves and our tithes as fitting offerings.

Communion — God invites us to commune with Him at his covenant meal, and we remember His
covenant and enjoy His provisions.

Benediction and Commissioning — God blesses us and charges us to extend His kingdom into the
future and the world, making disciples of all nations.
