“Lazarus, come out” 

His commanding voice has unlimited power. 

1) Creatively. (“And God said,…” 8x in Genesis 1). 
2) Spiritually. Jesus calls those who belong to Him and they respond and follow Him (10:16,27). 
3) Physically. A time will come when Jesus will call out and all who are dead in their graves will 

come out (5:28). 
4) Forcefully. When Jesus says, “I am he,” the soldiers who came to arrest Him fall to the ground 

(18:6).
