there)

There is a Ruler. (Psalm 46:8-9)

A. The sovereign Lord of all has the power to create and to destroy.

B. God has the power and authority to restore peace and order to our lives that
have been ravaged.

C. He s the King of Kings and Lord of Lords, He’s got this.

There is a Rest. (Psalm 46:9-11)

A. This shall come to pass, for it declares that he maketh wars to cease (stop).

B. He calls us to be still and know that He is God.

C. God, who is with us, will be exalted through it all.
