I am against the shepherds, and I will require my sheep at their hand and put a stop to their 
feeding the sheep. No longer shall the shepherds feed themselves. I will rescue my sheep 
from their mouths, that they may not be food for them.
11 “For thus says the Lord GOD: Behold, I, I myself will search for my sheep and will seek 
them out. 12 As a shepherd seeks out his flock when he is among his sheep that have 
been scattered, so will I seek out my sheep, and I will rescue them from all places where 
they have been scattered on a day of clouds and thick darkness. 13 And I will bring them 
out from the peoples and gather them from the countries, and will bring them into their 
own land. And I will feed them on the mountains of Israel, by the ravines, and in all the 
inhabited places of the country. 14 I will feed them with good pasture, and on the mountain 
heights of Israel shall be their grazing land. There they shall lie down in good grazing 
land, and on rich pasture they shall feed on the mountains of Israel. 15 I myself will be the 
shepherd of my sheep, and I myself will make them lie down, declares the Lord GOD. 16 I 
will seek the lost, and I will bring back the strayed, and I will bind up the injured, and I will 
strengthen the weak, and the fat and the strong I will destroy.

CHILDREN’S DISMISSAL
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11 I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. 12 He who 
is a hired hand and not a shepherd, who does not own the sheep, sees the wolf coming 
and leaves the sheep and flees, and the wolf snatches them and scatters them. 13 He flees 
because he is a hired hand and cares nothing for the sheep. 14 I am the good shepherd. I 
know my own and my own know me, 15 just as the Father knows me and I know the Father; 
and I lay down my life for the sheep. 16 And I have other sheep that are not of this fold. 
I must bring them also, and they will listen to my voice. So there will be one flock, one 
shepherd. 17 For this reason the Father loves me, because I lay down my life that I may take 
it up again. 18 No one takes it from me, but I lay it down of my own accord. I have authority 
to lay it down, and I have authority to take it up again. This charge I have received from 
my Father.”

20 Many of them 
said, “He has a demon, and is insane; why listen to him?” 21 Others said, “These are not the 
words of one who is oppressed by a demon. Can a demon open the eyes of the blind?”

PRAYER OF CONSECRATION

“Our Lord Jesus, on the night that he was betrayed, instituted the sacrament of his body 
and blood, called the Lord’s Supper, to be observed in his church, unto the end of the 
world, for the perpetual remembrance of the sacrifice of himself in his death; the sealing 
all benefits thereof unto true believers, their spiritual nourishment and growth in him, their 
further engagement in and to all duties which they owe unto him; and, to be a bond and 
pledge of their communion with him, and with each other, as members of his mystical body.

In this sacrament, Christ is not offered up to his Father; nor any real sacrifice made at all, for 
remission of sins of the living or dead; but only a commemoration of that one offering up of 
himself, by himself, upon the cross, once for all: and a spiritual oblation of all possible praise 
unto God, the alone propitiation for all the sins of his elect.

The Lord Jesus hath, in this ordinance, appointed his ministers to declare his word of 
institution to the people; to pray, and bless the elements of bread and wine, and thereby to 
set them apart from a common to an holy use; and to take and break the bread, to take the 
cup, and (they communicating also themselves) to give both to the communicants; but to 
none who are not then present in the congregation.”

Westminster Confession of Faith 29.1-3

We welcome all who trust in Jesus Christ for salvation and are members of a local church to partake 
of the Lord’s Supper. We ask that children refrain from taking communion until they have met with the 
elders to make a profession of faith in order to be admitted to the table. 

You will be directed to one of the four stations in our sanctuary where you will receive the bread and 
the wine or juice. Gluten-free crackers are available. Please take both elements back to your place so 
that we may all partake together as one body in communion with Christ.
