I. Paul challenges a false doctrine in the church that
contradicts Scripture: they were saying that the dead are
not to in the future
(15:12).
Mark 1:14-15; 1 Corinthians 15:44a

II. The consequence of teaching against the resurrection of the
dead would be catastrophic and would completely

negate (15:13-16).

III. If Christ has not been raised from the dead, then dead have

been and the living are still

in their sin—we all are of all men most to be
(15:17-19).
