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Romans 1:16

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What were they saved from?
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Their sin and the eternal wrath 
of God of which sin deserves.
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Romans 1:1-4
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Paul lists the resurrection of Christ 
as vital information that must be
included in the gospel message, 
and we should follow his example.
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Paul begins to reveal to the 
Corinthians, that that the 
resurrection of believers
is directly connected to the 
resurrection of Christ.
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Your resurrection and the 
resurrection of Christ
are inseparably linked.
