“Everyone who laps from the water with his tongue, as a dog 
laps, you shall set apart by himself; likewise everyone who gets 
down on his knees to drink.” And the number of those who 
lapped, putting their hand to their mouth, was three hundred 
men; but all the rest of the people got down on their knees to 
drink water. Then the LORD said to Gideon, “By the three 
hundred men who lapped I will save you, and deliver the 
Midianites into your hand. Let all the other people go, every man 
to his place.”

“Motivation for Hardship Part 2”

2 Timothy 2:9-10

8 Remember that Jesus Christ, of the seed of David, was raised from the dead according 
to my gospel, 9 for which I suffer trouble as an evildoer, even to the point of chains; but 
the word of God is not chained. 10 Therefore I endure all things for the sake of the elect, 
that they also may obtain the salvation which is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory. 11 
This is a faithful saying: For if we died with Him, We shall also live with Him. 12 If we 
endure, We shall also reign with Him. If we deny Him, He also will deny us. 13 If we are 
faithless, He remains faithful; He cannot deny Himself.
