Main Point:
Receive salvation, instead of judgment, on the Day of the LORD
by trusting in Christ alone.

1. The Day of the LORD will come.

2. The Day of the LORD will be unbearable and unavoidable.

3. The Day of the LORD will be effectively carried out by God’s
agent.

4. The Day of the LORD will be for salvation if your faith has the
right object.
