● Hebrews 8:6–13

○ Christ mediates only the new covenant

○ Christ enacts the promises

○ Two covenants, not two administrations

■ “First” and “second” covenants

2. The Abrahamic Covenant is the Old Covenant

● Genesis 15 — unconditional promises

● Genesis 17 — conditional promises (v. 9, 10, 14)

○ Acts 7:8

○ John 7:22–23

○ Galatians 5:2–3

● The new covenant is “not like the one they broke” 

(Jer 31:31)

● The old covenant of circumcision is obsolete 

(Heb 8:13)
