-The symbolical representation of this perfecting (the
perfecting of the conscience) was by the live goat, which,
laden with the confessed sins of the people, carried them

away into ‘the wilderness’ to ‘a land not inhabited.’ The only
meaning of which this seems really capable, Is that though
confessed guilt was removed from the people to the head of
the goat, as the symbolical substitute, yet as the goat was
not killed, only sent far away, ‘into a land not inhabited,’ so,
under the Old Covenant, sin was not really blotted out, only
put away from the people, and put aside till Christ came, not
only to take upon Himself the burden of transgression, but
to blot it out and purge it away.”—Alfred Edersheim, The
