And My God Shall Supply All Your Needs (Philippians 4: 15-20) 

Phil 4: 10 -13 “Doing all things through Christ who strengthens me.”  

1. “Paul’s joy and gratitude in the care of the Philippians” (4:10) 

2. “Dependent on God and not Philippian support” (4:11,12) 

3. Doing all things through (in) Christ (4:13) 

I.  Acknowledgement and Gratitude for Their Support (4:14-16) 

• “Nevertheless, you have done well that you shared in my distress” (v.14) 

• “Philippians shared with Paul gospel, supported him when all withdrew." (v. 15) 

•  "For even in Thessalonica you sent aid once and again for my necessities." (v. 16) 

II. Clarification of Paul’s Intentions (4:17,18) 

• “Not that I seek the gift, but I seek the fruit that abounds to your account." (v. 17) 

• “I have all & abound, receive your gift, acceptable sacrifice, well pleasing to God” (v.18) 

III. Assurance of God’s Provision (4:19,30) 

• “My God shall supply need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus” (v.19) 

• Now to our God and Father, be glory forever. Amen” (v.20)
