What are some of the very specific costs you are having to pay
for being identified as a Bible-believing follower of Christ?

4. Read Hebrews 13:12-14. How does this passage encourage you and minister to you? What challenges to your
Christian life are embedded in this brief text?

5. Read 1 Corinthians 1:18-31. How does this text keep you from being a prideful Christian who simply wants to
win arguments about Christianity, while seeking to never be embarrassed of your godly convictions?
