1 Samuel 2:1-11 (NASB95)

My mouth speaks boldly against my enemies,
Because I rejoice in Your salvation.

Il. Caution in Praise - Don’t (2:3-11).
A. Reason 1 - God Judges

3*Boast no more so very proudly,

Do not let arrogance come out of your mouth;
For the Lord is a God of knowledge,

And with Him actions are weighed.

B. Reason 2 - God Reverses

God Puts the Shoe on the Other Foot - He reverses situations.
Acts and Reverses People’s Positions

1. Strong , Feeble (2:4)

*“The bows of the mighty are shattered,
But the feeble gird on strength.

2. Empty Full; Full (2:5)

>*Those who were full hire themselves out for bread,
But those who were hungry cease to hunger.

Even the barren gives birth to seven,

But she who has many children languishes.



3. The dead are raised, the alive are

«“The Lord kills and makes alive;
He brings down to Sheol and raises up.

4. The wealthy are poor; the poor are and

"“The Lord makes poor and rich;

He brings low, He also exalts.

8<He raises the poor from the dust,
He lifts the needy from the ash heap
To make them sit with nobles,

And inherit a seat of honor;

C. God Is Completely (2:8-10).
1. Sovereign in : Strength Shown in Creation

For the pillars of the earth are the Lord’s,
And He set the world on them.

2. Sovereign in Caring: Care Shown in Keeping
%He keeps the feet of His godly ones,

But the wicked ones are silenced in darkness;
For not by might shall a man prevail.

3. Sovereign in Condemnation: Shown in Judging
1%“Those who contend with the Lord will be shattered;
Against them He will thunder in the heavens,

The Lord will judge the ends of the earth;

4. Sovereign in : Shown in Messiah

And He will give strength to His king,
And will exalt the horn of His anointed.”
