The Confession of Faith

Westminster Confession of Faith: Ch. 1 Holy Scripture

1.5. We may be moved and induced by the testimony of the church to
a high and reverent esteem for the Holy Scripture. The heavenly
character of its content, the efficacy of its doctrine, the majesty of its
style, the agreement of all its parts, the scope of the whole (which is
to give all glory to God), the full disclosure it makes of the only way
of man's salvation, its many other incomparable excellencies, and
its entire perfection, are arguments by which it gives abundant evi-
dence that it is the Word of God. Nevertheless, our full persuasion
and assurance of its infallible truth and divine authority is from the
inward work of the Holy Spirit bearing witness by and with the
Word in our hearts.

Comment:

Paragraph 5 of the confession points out that while we may be en-
couraged by the testimony of the church and of churchmen down
through the ages to a ‘high and reverent esteem for the Holy Scrip-
tures,” we have a clearer testimony to the authority of Scripture in the
Scripture itself. Its focus is heavenward. Its teaching transforms. Is
there any other book that has so perfectly achieved its purpose of giv-
ing all glory to God? Is there another place where we can learn all
that we need to know about the one way of salvation? The Bible
abundantly evidences of itself that it is the Word of God! In a very
real sense, we can say that the Holy Scripture is self-authenticating.
And yet, even this is not what gives us the full persuasion and assur-
ance of the infallible truth and divine authority of God’s word. That
comes from the Holy Spirit Himself who ‘bears witness by and with
the word in our hearts.” John points out in his epistles and his Gospel
that the Spirit of truth guides Christians to see, hear, and receive
God’s truth (John 16:13, 14). Paul reminds us that the Spirit was giv-
en to reveal the deep things of God (1 Cor. 2:10-12). It is truly in the
Scripture that we wonderfully discover ‘the things freely given to us
by God (1 Cor. 2:12). Gleaned from A Reader’s Guide to the West-
minster Confession of Faith, by Dr. Chad Van Dixhoorn.
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
