Introduction: Heart, Soul, and Mind 
 
 
 
Exposition: Disciples Strengthen One Another in Ephesus and Corinth 
 

1. Paul’s Second Journey Concludes (v18-23) 
 

2. Priscilla and Aquila Strengthen Apollos 
 

a. Apollos was educated, eloquent, and fervent. (v24-25) 
 

b. Priscilla and Aquila taught him more accurately. (v26) 
 

3. Apollos waters the seeds Paul planted. (v27-28) 
 
 
 
Application: We Work Together to Strengthen One Another! 
 

1. Believe that fervor and accuracy are yours in Christ. 
 

2. Be teachable, to strengthen weak areas. 
 

3. Be willing to strengthen others.
