Do not bear false witness.
Do not say, “A tit for tat, I’ll pay him back.”
—from Proverbs 24:28-29

The saying should be memorized, but not the reference.
Show the picture (see the document of thirty pictures).

Note: It is common for children to get even by bearing
false witness against the one, who harmed them. In
other words, we lie to get even with someone else.

This saying illustrates how one sin leads to another sin.

May the Lord grant us repentance right away,
lest our sins take us away!

Additional Note: At this point in the school year, it
would be wise for the parent or the teacher to reflect on
these thirty words as God’s choice of topics for a child.
