Restorer of Life
1. Boaz and Ruth Are Married and Have a Son (13).

2. The Women Celebrate God’s Grace with Naomi (14-17).

3. God Reveals Part of the Bigger Picture (17b).

Isaiah 45:22-25
“Turn to me and be saved, all the ends of the earth!
For I am God, and there is no other.
23 By myself | have sworn;
from my mouth has gone out in righteousness
a word that shall not return:
‘To me every knee shall bow, every tongue shall swear allegiance.’

24“Only in the LoRb, it shall be said of me,
are righteousness and strength;
to him shall come and be ashamed all who were incensed against him.
25 In the Lorb all the offspring of Israel shall be justified and shall glory.”

Romans 14:7-12
"For none of us lives to himself, and none of us dies to himself. & For if we live, we
live to the Lord, and if we die, we die to the Lord. So then, whether we live or whether
we die, we are the Lord’s. ®For to this end Christ died and lived again, that he might
be Lord both of the dead and of the living.

2’ Religion that is pure and undefiled before God
the Father is this: to visit orphans and widows in their affliction, and to keep
oneself unstained from the world.

1 Timothy 5:3-8

3 Honor widows who are truly widows. 4 But if a widow has children or grandchildren,
let them first learn to show godliness to their own household and to make some return
to their parents, for this is pleasing in the sight of God. ° She who is truly a widow, left
all alone, has set her hope on God and continues in supplications and prayers night
and day, ® but she who is self-indulgent is dead even while she lives. " Command these
things as well, so that they may be without reproach. & But if anyone does not provide
for his relatives, and especially for members of his household, he has denied the faith
and is worse than an unbeliever.
