The Holy Spirit gives four reasons to avoid false teachers

For those who are such do not serve our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly

e  Thelord Jesus revealed the true nature of false teachers - Matthew 7:15-20

e False teachers have sinful selfish motives - Jude 1:11

e  Way of Cain - False teachers make up their own way.

e Error of Balaam - False teachers do it for the money.

e Rebellion of Korah - False teachers want people to follow them and power over people - Acts
20:29-30 For | know this, that after my departure savage wolves will come in among you,
not sparing the flock. Also from among yourselves men will rise up, speaking perverse
things, to draw away the disciples after themselves.

e  False teachers are commonly involved in the sin of sexual immorality - 2 Peter 2:14 having
eyes full of adultery and that cannot cease from sin, enticing unstable souls. They have a
heart trained in covetous practices, and are accursed children.
