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With the execution of Charles |
in 1649, Oliver Cromwell (1599-
1658), the general of the New
Model Army (Parliamentary
Army), rose into increasing
political prominence.
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In 1650 Scotland was rapidly
raising an army. The leaders of
the English Commonwealth
government felt threatened
and on 22 July the New Model
Army under Oliver Cromwell
invaded Scotland.
