Bible Reading (WCS)

Do not let Hezekiah make you trust
in the LORD by saying. "The Lorp will surely deliver us. This city
will not be given into the hand of the king of Assyria.” Do not listen
to Hezekiah. For thus says the king of Assyria: Make your peace with
me and come out to me. Then each one of you will eat of his own vine,
and each one of his own fig tree, and each one of you will drink the
water of his own cistern, until 1 come and take you away to a land
like your own land, a land of grain and wine, a land of bread and
vineyards. Beware lest Hezekiah mislead you by saying, “The Lokp
will deliver us™ Has any of the gods of the nations delivered his land
out of the hand of the king of Assyria> Where are the gods of Hamath
and Arpad? Where are the gods of Sepharvaim? Have they delivered
Samaria out of my hand? Who among all the gods of these lands have
delivered their lands out of my hand, that the Lorp should deliver
Jerusalem out of my hand?~

When the servants of King Hezekiah came to Isaiah, Isaiah said
to them, "Say to your master, "Thus says the Lorp; Do not be afraid
because of the words that you have heard, with which the young men
of the king of Assyria have reviled me. Behold, I will put a spirit in
him, so that he shall hear a rumor and return to his own land, and
1 will make him fall by the sword in his own land.""

The Rabshakeh returned. and found the king of Assyria fighting
against Libnah, for he had heard that the king had left Lachish. Now
the king heard concerning Tirhakah king of Cush, “He has set out
to fight against you." And when he heard it, he sent messengers to
Hezekiah, saying, “Thus shall you speak to Hezekiah king of judah:
‘Do not let your God in whom you trust deceive you by promising
that Jerusalem will not be given into the hand of the king of Assyria.
Behold, you have heard what the kings of Assyria have done to all
lands, devoting them to destruction. And shall you be delivered?
Have the gods of the nations delivered them, the nations that my
fathers destroyed, Gozan, Haran, Rezeph., and the people of Eden
who were in Telassar? Where is the king of Hamath, the king of
Arpad, the king of the city of Sepharvaim, the king of Hena, or the
king of lvvah?'™

Hezekiah received the letter from the hand of the messengers. and
read it; and Hezekiah went up to the house of the Lorp, and spread
it before the Lorp. And Hezekiah prayed to the LORD: “O LORD of
hosts, God of Isracl, enthroned above the cherubim, you are the God,
you alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth; you have made heaven and
earth. Incline your ear, O LoRD, and hear: open your eyes, O Lokp, and
