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PARABLE OF THE PERSISTENT WIDOW | LUKE 16:19-31

[ God wants us to pray always and not give up.

Context: This parable is framed by the Second Coming, as Jesus leads into it after teaching on

his return in Luke 17 and concludes it by asking whether he will discover faith when he
returns.

Two ways this parable encourages us to persist in prayer:

1. Godis the judge who answers because of the persistence of the widow
(1-5).
2. Godis the judge who answers because of the persistence

of the widow (6-8).

a. His answers are rooted in a (7-8a).

b. He will be looking for faith when he (8b).

How to apply this to your life:

1) Praise God that such an awesome being would !

2) Keep on praying

3) Keep on praying
