Context: Before launching into the deep waters of how Jesus is a priest like Melchizedek, the writer of
Hebrews laments the readers’ spiritual immaturity and issues a strong call for them to press on to
maturity.

Characteristics of spiritually immature people:

1. They are spiritually sluggish when it comes to (22).
2. Rather than , they need to be taught themselves (12a).
3. They need the basics rather than (12b-13).
4. They are exposed to the Word but have not trained themselves to (14).
