I. The Biblical Core 

A. God’s Essence (Attributes, Perfections, Being, Nature) 

There is one God (Deut. 6:4). This truth is called monotheism. 

B. God’s Persons 

1. Outline of the truth: this one God is Father (1 Cor. 8:6a), Son (Titus 2:13), and Spirit (Acts 5:3–4). 

Therefore three persons subsist in one essence. 

2. Edges of the truth: God is not one person. God is not three modes or roles or manifestations of one 

Person. God is not three Gods. 

God is eternally one in one way, and three in another. He is eternally  

one essence subsisting in three persons. He is eternally one “what”  

and three “Who’s.” This conviction is called Trinitarian monotheism.
