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A FINAL COMPARISON | HEBREWS 10:1-18
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Context: This passage is the climax of the doctrinal section of Hebrews and continues the description
that began in chapter 9 of the amazing sacrifice of Christ.
Why Christ’s sacrifice is better:

1. The Old Covenant animal sacrifices only reminded people of their sins and had to be
(1-4).

2. Christ’s sacrifice and was permanent (5-18).
