feast of Tabernacles (2 Mac 10:6; Josephus,
Ant. 1ii. 10.4...)..."



Walter W. Koenig, The Jewish Festivals Mentioned in
the New Testament:

""After considering the arguments for both sides, to
my mind the latter view is correct, namely that the
'last' day was the eighth day...According to all
evidence, then, the people had come to think of the
eighth day as the last day of the feast...and John is
certainly speaking in a popular tone when he says:
'In the last day, that great day of the feast'..."
