Q:What are good works!?

A:Those only which proceed from true faith, and are done according
to the law of God, unto His glory, and not such as rest on our own
opinion or the commandments of men

4. Heidelberg Catechism Lord’s Day 44, Q|1 14

Q: Can those who are converted to God keep these commandments
perfectly?

A: No, but even the holiest of men, while in this life, have only a small
beginning of such obedience, yet so that with earnest purpose they
begin to live not only according to some, but according to all the
commandments of God
