A Survey of Church History, Part 48d: John Owen

A
s a member for Oxford University, John Owen sat for Par-
liament in 1664. Along with with Richard Baxter, he was
placed on the committee for settling the “fundamentals”
necessary for the toleration promised in the Instrument

of Government, the document that established the English Protec-
torate and under which Great Britain was governed fromDecember
1653 to May 1657. As the first detailed written constitution adopted
by a modern state, the Instrument attempted to provide a legal ba-
sis for government after the parliamentary failures in the wake of
the English Civil Wars. In effect, it legitimized the power of Oliver
Cromwell and his generals.

He was, too, one of the Triers, who were commissioners ‘for the
Approbation of Public Preachers,’ established to approve newminis-
ters and those appointed to new livings in parishes or to lectureships
maintained out of public funds. But Owen behaved with kindness
and moderation in that capacity. As vice-chancellor he acted with
readiness and spirit when a general rising in the west seemed immi-
nent in 1655.

During the years 1654-58 his chief controversial works wereDiv-
ina Justitia, The Perseverance of Saints (written to answer Redemption
Redeemed by the Arminian, John Goodwin) and Vindiciae Evangelicae
(against the Socinians). In 1658 he took a leading part in the confer-
ence which drew up the Savoy Declaration.

Owen grew dismayed by the ways in which the Cromwell family,
and the administration they led, seemed to turn away from godly
values. In 1658, he worked with leading army officers to create a
crisis that, he likely hoped, would call the regime back to its ear-
lier ideals. It failed, and instead created the crisis that was resolved
by the restoration of the monarchy, the return of Charles II, and
the persecution of dissenters that followed. During the Restoration,
Owen kept his head down, and, as persecution slackened in the later
1660s, published pamphlets that argued that dissenters were the eco-
nomic lifeblood of the English nation. But he was chastened by his
attempts at political intervention and came increasingly to realize
that his focus should be on things eternal.

Owen often changed his mind. As his developing attitudes to
political intervention suggest, Owen committed himself to some be-
liefs and behaviors that he came to regret. In his early years, he
changed his churchmanship from Presbyterianism to Congregation-
alism. He innovated as a Congregationalist, installing as a co-elder
and preacher a man who would not be ordained for several years. He
argued for the weekly celebration of the Lord’s Supper, though it is
not clear that he ever persuaded any of his congregations to practice
it. He thought carefully about the end times and came to believe
that, in the latter days, a large number of Jewish people would be con-
verted to Christianity and would return to live in the Promised Land.
He dismissed a great deal of discussion about the millennium, but
became convinced that the binding of Satan had yet to be achieved.
Owen changed his mind because he kept on studying the Bible.
