Big Idea: Love for Christian brethren must always increase in the context of peaceful
productivity.

l. All Christians are taught by God to love one another. (verses 9—10a)

Il. This love for the family of God can and must always increase. (verse 10b)

Il. This love must guard peace, privacy, and personal productivity. (verse 11)

V. This lifestyle promotes proper relations outside and inside God’s family. (verse 12)
a. Prudent Interaction with a Watching World

b. Proactive Provision rather than Passive Dependency
