Hosea - a theater-play that shows what God is like. Sep. 10 and Sep. 17, 2023

Act 1 —-Hosea 1:1- 2:1 A messed up little family as a parable about God.

Three frequently asked questions:

1) Why is Hosea the first of the Minor Prophets? Hosea comes first because it is first in
importance of its message about God.

2) Why is the message of Hosea so important? Hosea is the second greatest story in the
whole Bible.

3) Who wrote the play or told the story of Hosea? A real person, a man who lived on
earth a long time ago, and his actual name was Hosea. He was a messenger from God, a
prophet of God, a preacher during the reign of 4 kings in a row in a country named Judah.
Judah was the oldest and most southern of the two Jewish municipalities.

Two essential points for correct interpretation:
1) the times of Hosea are similar to the times in which we are living.
2) The story of the Book of Hosea is about God’s relationship with us.
